PRE-SEASON BEGAN IN JANUARY AS IT HAS FOR THE PAST 5 YEARS.
JASON JOHNSON AND GREG MERRIN WERE THERE EACH PRACTICE ALONG
WITH LEWIS HUNTER,CHRIS LINDSAY, CHAD LIVERMORE, DUSTY DAY
AND JOSH SMITH LESS CONSITENTLY.

REGULAR PRACTICE BEGAN ON MARCH 7™ THERE WERE 19
PLAYERS AT TRY-OUTS. CUTS WERE MADE AFTER 5 PRACTICES. THIS
WAS FIRST YEAR IN MANY THAT WE DID NOT BRING UP ANY
