Rhetorical Devices
 A few important ones include…
hyperbole: when exaggeration is used for effect (for example "The end of the world is nigh...!")
 repetition: (e.g. "It's not good enough, simply not good enough!") 
triadic structure: a list of three (e.g. "It's not fair, it's not sensible and it's certainly not decent!").

rhetorical question: a question that is posed that does not need an answer because the answer is obvious

It engages the audience immediately. People like being asked questions and knowing the answers!
